
Documentation of the General Staff of the Army, 5th Bureau established in 1945

With the agreement of an Administrator, here is a documentation of the General Staff of the 
Army, 5th Bureau established in 1945, which I bought about twenty years ago, at a flea 
market. 

It is very interesting because it gives the camps by Wehrkreiss (military region) and a lot of 
information by camps (type of infra of the camps, head of the camp, chaplain, number of 
prisoners, camp diary, particular events, men of confidence, infirmary, doubtful elements ... 
etc ...) 

Also in this documentation, in the appendix, there is a lot of information on the Bau Arbeit 
(work battalions), as well as the Dachdecker (Roofers), and the Glaser (glaziers) with their 
attached Stalags. 

Following each Wehrkreiss, there is the list of working Kommandos attached to the Stalags 
or Oflags. 

Some important remarks: 

- On the maps, the Stalags are in Roman numerals in red squares, while the Oflags are in 
white squares framed in red 

- Wehrkreiss are missing because at the time of the establishment of this documentation the 
Allied troops did not liberate all the camps, which proves that it was established before May 
8, 1945! 

- The KOMOTAU Oflag II A is not attached to Werkreiss II, but to Wehrkreiss IV. It was an 
officers' camp where personalities were held (Pierre DE GAULLE, brother of the General, 
several former Prefects, Michel CLEMENCEAU, Colonel DE LA ROQUE, Léon JOUHAUX, 
etc ...) 

- Stalag N ° 369, near Krakau (Krakow) is attached to Wehrkreiss VIII 

- Stalag N ° 383, former Working Kommando 2432 of Stalag VII A is attached to Wehrkreiss 
XIII 

- Stalag N ° 398 is attached to Wehrkreiss XVII 

- Stalag XVIII C is also called Stalag N ° 317 

- The Oflag IV B of the Wehrkreiss IV, camp of Generals and senior officers will be divided 
into 2 camps, one in KOENIGSTEIN, and the other in THORN. The latter will take the name 
of Oflag XX A and will be attached to the Wehrkreiss XX 

- For the camp located in BERLIN, I have attached the city map enclosed within this 
documentation, to be able to locate it! 

- Wehrkreiss and camps are located outside of Germany (Austria, Poland) 
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Although this is after the period 39-40 which interests us, this documentation is unfortunately 
a continuation for thousands of French, Belgian, Dutch soldiers ... etc ... 

I will scan you little by little the entire documentation that follows. When I say the entirety, it 
is not quite exact, given that I voluntarily remove the list which follows each camp "of the 
doubtful elements", nominative to avoid any problems, and disappointments! 

Here is the beginning of these scans from period documentation, which may include 
omissions or errors.
